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3rd Grade Course Overview

Course Description

3rd grade students will continue to explore and experiment with a wide variety of art media. They will be introduced to new media as well as engage with familiar media through
new techniques and processes. Students will respond to and create works of art that emphasize the elements of art of line, shape, color, form, texture, space, and value, as well as
principles of design that include repetition, pattern, balance, emphasis and unity. Students will explore diverse concepts such as architecture, history, portraiture, museums, and the
past vs. present. They will connect artmaking to a variety of different purposes, audiences, times, and places. Students will present their artwork, explain their artistic decisions in
writing and in critiques, and provide feedback to others.
